3) ability to row safely on their own without supervision.

4) have watched the RCA Safety Video or completed the Rowing Canada Safety Guidelines and Club Specific Information and Evaluation. 
These abilities must be evaluated by a certified coach of the FMRC or executive member.

1) Have access to the boat house at any time between 5 AM and 9 PM on any day, as long as they do not interfere with regularly scheduled Learn to Row or Coaching Sessions.
Key holder obligations are as follows:

1) Pay a $5.00 key deposit and return the key at the end of the summer season.
2) Follow all boat house rules.

3) Ensure all other members follow all boat house rules.

4) Do not allow friends, family members, or others to use the boat house or equipment unless they are fully paid members of the club, have gone through the club’s approved Learn to Row program, or are certified experienced members.

5) Volunteer to open and supervise the boat house at least once a month on the following days:

4) stay on the Syne if out rowing, or stay near the dock in case other's need assistance.

5) arrange for another key holder to take the session if unable to attend.
