              Athlete Support for the 2010
               Royal Canadian Henley Regatta

As part of its newly announced arrangement with Rowing Canada, the Alberta Rowing Association (ARA) has a mandate to produce athletes for Canada’s National Rowing Teams.    We at the ARA recognize if we are to fulfill our commitment we must invest resources into our athletes.  Building on programs currently in place the ARA will continue in providing athlete support to assist qualified athletes in attending the 2010 Royal Canadian Henley Regatta.   

Funding assistance is at the discretion of the Provincial Technical Director & VP Technical who will use the erg and on-the water results (past & present) as a guide in determining which athletes receive funding from the ARA.  The Provincial Technical Director will provide an initial determination which is then to be reviewed by the VP Technical prior to communication to the awardees.  Any remaining uncertainty with the awardee list (funding list, athletes ranking etc) will be resolved by the ARA executive.  
ERGOMETER
To be considered for funding athletes must have attended the 2010 Erg Championships in Lacombe, Alberta AND must have achieved the Bronze Erg Standard for their respective weight/age category no earlier than January 1, 2010 and no later than July 20, 2010.  Athletes who wish to be considered for funding but did not attend the 2010 Alberta Erg Championships in Lacombe must write the Provincial Technical Director as to their extenuating circumstances which prohibited them from attending this event.  

Athletes who have not met the ARA’s ergometer requirements will not be considered for funding.  

2010 RESULTS

On water performance will be evaluated by a time trial at the ARA’s Henley Team Training Camp on July 16 and 17.  At this camp - athletes will be asked to time trial two separate 1,500m pieces in their Henley Crews and will be evaluated relative to Rowing Canada’s Gold Medal Standard.  The results from the time trial will determine a ranking/funding classification for various athletes.  
PAST RESULTS
Past performances at Royal Canadian Henley Regatta’s, National Rowing Championships, and Canada Summer Games will also be given weighting in determining a final ranking.  
MISCELLANEOUS

The Provincial Technical Director will consult with the VP Technical who will consult with coaches across the province to determine factors like attitude, coach-ability, work-ethic, team-work and future potential.  These subjective criteria along with the aforementioned quantitative measures will determine the level of provincial funding an athlete receives (See Funding Classifications) from the ARA.  Funding decisions made by the Provincial Technical Director will be endorsed by the VP Technical and/or the ARA executive prior to communication with the athletes themselves.

Post Henley Evaluation:  

Athletes who do not receive ARA Funding but show an ability to compete at the 2010 National Rowing Championships in September (see National Rowing Championships document) may be considered for ARA Funding Assistance following the conclusion of the event itself.  
*All decisions made by the ARA regarding provincial funding for the 2010 Royal Canadian Henley are final and are not subjected to formal appeal.
